MARIANJOY SAFETY INFORMATION

EMERGENCY RESPONSE (MRH Campus only)
Code Blue:
Medical Emergency.  Begin CPR.  Activate alarm or dial 200 and announce “Code Blue” with location.  Code Blue Team will respond.

Code Red:
Fire.  Follow RACE – Remove from harm, Activate alarm, Contain/Confine the fire, Evacuate (past a fire door).

Mr. Strong:
 Patient engaged in disruptive behavior that creates risk of harm to oneself or others.  Dial 200 and announce “Mr. Strong, Mr. Strong, please report to (location).”  Patient de-escalation team will respond.

Code Gray:  Severe weather watch. Be alert to announcements regarding weather.

Close curtains and blinds.  Move away from windows.

Code Black:   Severe weather warning.  Close curtains and blinds. Move to protected area away from windows (inner hallways).

Code Yellow:  Bomb threat.  Begin search for unusual package or suspicious object. Call operator if suspicious object is found.

Code Purple:  Evacuation.  Horizontal, Vertical, or Complete.  Remove patients to designated safe area.

Code Tan:  Emergency security assistance needed (disruptive visitor or staff). Dial 200 and announce “Code Gray, Code Gray, please report to (location).”  Security will respond.

Code Pink:  Missing or abducted infant or child. Stay alert for a child or anyone leaving the building with a child. Contact security about any suspicious situation.

Code White: Missing patient. Stay alert for a patient left unattended or exiting the building unescorted. Contact security about any suspicious situation.
Code Green: Disaster Plan in effect. Physicians and nurses report to disaster site. Emergency Response Team reports to Command Center. Listen for further instructions.
